Anthropology and Art Practice

Since the Torres Straits expedition in the late nineteenth cen-
tury, the treatment of film and photography in anthropology

has followed the idea of the image as evidence. During the
‘writing culture critique’, mainstream anthropology continu-

ously focused on the indexical aspects of photographic images.

The expanding interest in sensory qualities of human expe-
rience, particularly the interrelation between various senses,
has provided means for anthropology to leave the visualist
paradigm behind and approach audio-visual media from a
broader perspective. Non-documentary aspects of images,
such as their capacity to interrogate and to lie, have recently

been acknowledged and investigated within visual anthropo-

logy. Ethnographic studies of various photographic practices
and collaborations with artists have further expanded the

field. Simultaneously, certain contemporary artists engage in

ethnographic methods and documentary filmmaking. These

developments have resulted in an overlap between anthropo-

logy and art practice, where boundaries between reality and
imagination are critically explored.

This seminar series invite speakers concerned with the above

themes, who use practice-based (audio)-visual methods and

presentations in their research. The aim is to investigate how

direct engagements in visuality and materiality during field-

work can inform theoretical perspectives and become means

to convey anthropological knowledge. It opens up for formal

and ethical discussions of the relation between image-maker,

subject and viewer during the production process as well
as the final presentation. We welcome various examples of

overlaps between anthropological and artistic practice, and of

how visual media can embody and make tangible that which

is concealed. In addition to issues on art and anthropology the

Monday seminar will also cover a wide range of other topics
reflecting the on-going research at the department.

»Anthropology and climate change: Global warming,
water scarcity and the state in the Peruvian Andes«

Peru is the tropical country in the world with most glaci-
ers. These make up a critical water source for its rural and
urban population but due to global warming, they are
melting in an alarming speed causing water scarcity and
social conflicts in throughout country. Climate change is
also leading to a reconfiguration of the powers that An-
dean population believes control their lives. In many parts

of Andes, people believe that the mountains which supply

them with melt water to irrigate the fields are inhabited
by deities. To appease these and ask them for more water,
people make annual offerings. This paper discusses how

these offerings and the cosmological order they are part
of change meaning as the glaciers and ice caps of the An-
des are melting. It also examines how the power vacuum
created by the cosmological transformation of Andean so-
ciety is replaced by the State, which has strengthened its
presence in the Andes in the past two decades. The paper
argues that even though climate change generates water
scarcity in many parts of Peru and thus represents a huge
challenge for Peruvian society, it also paves the way for a
new social and ideological order forged and controlled by
the State which gives rise to forms of citizenship in Peru.
Moreover, it suggests that while the natural sciences so
far have dominated the study of climate change, anthro-
pologists have much to offer particularly by making field
research of how people locally perceive environmental
change and response to global warming.tion of repre-
sentation which arguably became foundational to the
emergent discipline of anthropology.

»Locating art practice in the Tamil diaspora — paper:
rebellion and responsibility; video: making home«

This presentation is structured around the argument that
audio-visual media can communicate anthropological
knowledge which is complementary to academic texts. If
treated as self-reflexive art forms rather than mere illus-
trations or evidence, audio-visual media can evoke direct
experience as well as suggest analytical frameworks. They
provide possibilities to reintegrate concealed aspects of
social phenomena into visible and audible form. A paper
and a video in progress that offers two separate but close-
ly related aspects of the same research project will exem-
plify the issue. The former concerns the aesthetic regimes
that marginalise the position of contemporary art practice
in Tamil diaspora communities, in relation morality and
nationalism developed in Sri Lanka and transferred to the
UK. The latter, constructed through collaborative forms

of filming and editing, will convey how the artists explore
ways to accommodate themselves in exile through their
practices of making visual art.

Workshop on ethnographies of border controls

International workshop organised by Shahram Khosravi
and Ruben Andersson, Deptartment of Social Anthropo-
logy, Stockholm University.

A growing body of interdisciplinary work on the bordering
of Europe has emerged in recent years in relation to one
of the main catalysts for the accelerating fortification of
the frontiers: the irregular migrant. Ethnographically in-
formed work has much to contribute to these interdiscipli-
nary debates — not least in questioning their parameters.
Pioneering studies are doing precisely that, focusing on
issues such as the socio-legal production of illegality (de
Genova 2002), the transnational formation of migration
policy (Feldman 2012), the politics of refugee encamp-
ment (Agier 2011), the ‘biopolitics of otherness’ (Fassin
2001) and the embodied experiences of border controls
(Coutin 2005; Khosravi 2010; Willen 2007). This workshop
seeks to consolidate the existing ethnographic findings
on the European border regime while mapping out future
terrains of exploration, with a view towards a broader
comparative perspective on contemporary bordering
processes. Taking the cue from the finegrained material
approach to the power dynamics at the border proposed
by William Walters (‘viapolitics’: Walters 2012) and Didier
Bigo (2010), the workshop seeks to explore concrete
aspects of the border regime, ranging from humanitarian
mechanisms and the defence industry’s laboratories to
the vehicles used in human smuggling and the surveillan-
ce and policing technologies that facilitate the scanning
of these vehicles. The aim is to provide complex ethno-
graphic roadmaps for what is still a little-explored field
—that is, the concrete means (vehicles, roads, machinery,
manpower) by which Europe’s border regime is constitu-
ted. It is hoped that this focus on the materialities of the
border can contribute with new ethnographic frames on
migration in which the views from the ‘top’ of policing
and politics may be combined with the views from ‘be-
low’ —that is, from the perspective of migrants traversing
time-spaces of control, whether in Europe or in other
regions with similar bordering dynamics.

The workshop will have a limited number of parti-
cipants working on pioneering research in this field.
The rationale for the small format is twofold: first, to
develop common agendas and research tools while
pooling existing findings, with the view to future col-
laboration and dissemination via the participants’ own
research networks. Second, to produce a thematic issue
of a leading peer-reviewed journal, including versions of
papers presented at the workshop. The limited number of
participants also allows for extensive discussion among
peers during the workshop, with 40 minutes dedicated
to each paper (equally divided between presentation and
discussion). Scholars working on non-European migration
regimes will contribute with crucial comparative perspec-
tives. Participants will be encouraged not just to present
existing findings, but to suggest future research pathways

and methodological innovations (with the latter a crucial
factor in the study of European borders owing to limi-
tations in access to data). The transdisciplinary nature

of the workshop will allow for the sharing of research
techniques, and will also allow for extensive participation
by the large number of researchers in the Department of
Anthropology who are working on migration issues.

Once upon a journey, 10 contemporary storytellers of dif-
ferent cultures create an imaginary epic story. They each
draw on their own style and language to perpetuate the
life of a nameless hero.

»To Live with Herds« by Judith and David MacDougall,
1974 (70 min)

This classic, widely acclaimed film on the Jie of Uganda,
produced by the renowned ethnographic filmmaking
team of David and Judith MacDougall, examines the
effects of nation building in pre-Amin Uganda on the se-
minomadic, pastoral Jie. Much more than an intrinsically
interesting historical document, it has achieved classic
status among ethnographic films owing to its remarkable
success in developing a coherent analytical statement
about its subjects’ situation, yet at the same time allo-
wing them to speak for themselves about the world as
they see and experience it. The film explores life in a tra-
ditional Jie homestead during a harsh dry season. The talk
and work of adults go on, but there is also hardship and
worry, exacerbated by government policies that seem to
attack rather than support the values and economic base
of Jie society. A mother counts her children; among them
is a son she hardly knows who has joined the educated
bureaucracy. Later we find him supervising famine relief
for his own people in a situation that seems far beyond
his control. At the end of the film Logoth, the protector of
the homestead, travels to the west to rejoin his herds in
an area of relative plenty; at least for the time being his
life seems free from official interference.

Migration and displacement in and from Afghanistan
September 20-21, Nordenskidldsalen, Geovetenskapens hus
International two-day conference open to the public.

Displacement within and from Afghanistan is complex, having
various causes and forms. People are forced into displacement
because of poverty, drought, armed conflict, or a combination
of these factors. For many Afghans, displacement has become
protracted. Three decades of foreign occupation, civil war, and
disastrous environmental degradation have resulted in the de-
struction of infrastructure, the educational system, agriculture,
and industry. Due to increasing insecurity and armed conflict
along with drought in much of the country, expecting durable
solutions to forced displacement in the foreseeable future is
unlikely. Forced displacement is usually the pivotal issue for
peace processes and political stability. The invited scholars
have been researching on this issue for several years. The aim
of the conference is to bring together researchers with an
interest in Afghanistan and its diaspora for exchanging ideas
and networking.

Reading and Writing across Borders: Fiction and Reportage in
a Mobile World

October 5-6, Aula Magna, Stockholm University

Deadline: September 1

This conference will bring together anthropologists and several
literary scholars from Europe and North America to discuss
reading and writing across borders, especially in relation to fic
tion and reportage but also in relation to genres such as travel
writing and memoirs. One point of departure is the changing
notion of world literature: while it used to refer to literary mas-
terpieces from Western Europe, it has expanded to refer to the
circulation of literary works in a global context. The scrutiny of
relationships between texts and shifting social contexts raises
key issues of literacies and diasporas, and more generally of
the influence of migration and media. As not only reportage,
but also fiction, turns out to be the source of much under-
standing about a mobile world, it is important to explore the
processes of writing, publishing and reading across borders.
Home audiences, diaspora audiences and global audiences are
different, and may be reached through different writing and
publishing strategies. What topics make it across borders? How
do publishing markets operate? Translations are also important
here — at present these can be understood to channel transna-
tional cultural flow unevenly and unequally.

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Neoliberal Development and Indian Democracy: The Politics
of Rights, Rebellions and Reforms
October 10-12, Stockholm University

Conference organised by Beppe Karlsson, Henrik Berglund and
Sanjib Baruah.

In the political landcape of contemporary India, the rise of
Naxalism — radical groups inspired by Mao Zedong’s early
twentieth century vision of peasant revolution and armed
class struggle —is somewhat of a surprise. “A primitive peasant
rebellion based on an outmoded ideology,” as the London Eco-
nomist once put it, “is out of keeping with the modern India of
soaring growth, Bollywood dreams and call-centres.” Analysts
and Indian policy intellectuals disagree on whether the rise of
Naxalism is the result of underdevelopment, i.e., certain areas
being bypassed by development, or of its inverse: intensive

development —the escalating demand for natural resources
caused by the economic boom, and the consequent threats to
traditional livelihoods of peoples living on lands rich in natural
resources and minerals. Another version of the underdevelop-
ment thesis focuses not on rebel grievances, but on weaknes-
ses of the state in peripheral regions that create conditions for
armed conflicts.

The mix of ideas and policies associated with ‘neolibe-
ralism'—especially the process of what David Harvey calls
‘accumulation by dispossession'—may allow us to engage with
the paradox of the rise of Naxalism in contemporary India.
Democratic politics — intensely competitive elections and the
upsurge of lower-caste political mobilization-- has given a
particular twist to India’s encounter with neo-liberalism. Thus
when in June 2012 the global credit rating agency Standard
and Poor’s (S&P) warned that India’s much-touted growth
story might come to an end, it blamed “political road-blocks”
that risk setbacks or reversals in the neo-liberal economic
policy-course. The reference is primarily to the government’s
incapacity to continue on the path of neoliberal economic
reforms, as highlighted by the impasse (that has since been
overcome) over opening the retailing and aviation sectors
to foreign investors. But among “political roadblocks” many
include also the significant expansion of entitlement programs
over the past decade. Indeed prominent advocates of the neo-
liberal model have warned that a wave of populism leading to
the expansion of entitlement programs, and the government’s
incapacity to implement second generation economic reforms,
call into question India’s ability to sustain high growth rates
and to achieve the great power status that many in India covet.

But some of the so-called political roadblocks are viewed
quite differently from another perspective. Since 2004, says
political scientist Sanjay Ruprelia, India “has enacted a series
of groundbreaking legislative acts that enshrine a number
of socioeconomic entitlements through legally enforceable
rights.” Among them are: The Right to Information Act (RTI),
The National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (NREGA),

The Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, The Right of Children to
Free and Compulsory Education Act, and the Food Security Bill
currently under consideration by India’s parliament. Whether
these legislations confer rights in any meaningful sense of the
term, or whether they point to an emerging alternative to the
neo-liberal agenda however, are open to dispute. These are not
universal or justiciable rights. Furthermore new rights legisla-
tions hide realities on the ground. For instance, contrary to the
promises of the rhetoric of the right to food, the past few years
have seen actual reduction in the amount of food-grain made
available to families below the poverty line, and in the reach
of India’s public food distribution programs. Legislations such
as the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act or the Food
Security Act, say critics, primarily reflect the Congress party’s
electoral calculations.

The conference will bring together analysts whose research
throws light on aspects of India’s encounter with neo-libera-
lism.

En informell 6verenskommelse om EU: s nasta sjudriga
program for forskning och innovation — Horizon 2020,
naddes 25 juni 2013. Programmet kommer att ha en
budget pa 70,2 miljarder Euro. Horizon 2020 kommer att
trada i kraft 1 januari 2014 och I6per fram till 31 decem-
ber 2020.

Horizon 2020 kommer att besta av tre prioriterade
omraden:

1. Excellent science —comprising of; ERC, Marie Curie,
Research infrastructures and Future and emerging
technologies (37% av budgeten)

Activism and Possibilities of Justice: Anthropological
Perspectives

The workshop is organised by the “Anthropology and
Social Movements” network of the European Associa-
tion of Social Anthropologists (EASA), in cooperation with
Associazione Nazionale Universitaria degli Antropologi
Culturali (ANUAC) and the Institute for the Study of Con-
flict Transformation and Social Justice (Queen’s University
Belfast).

The unprecedented spread of mass mobilizations
throughout the world let many observers no doubts: so-
mething “new” and still “without a name” is happening,
argue distinguished left-wing scholars like Alain Badiou
and Slavoj Zizek. The unexpected “Arab Spring” changed
regional and global Middle Eastern politics, considered
as “static” and out of the way for activism beyond the
Islamist movement; the worldspreading “Occupy” mo-
vements have set a new agenda highlighting the crisis of
neoliberal austerity politics.

The almost universal reach of recent popular uprisings
has made studying social movements “hotter” topic than
ever, movement scholar Mayer Zald relates. With this
development, themes and visions related to justice and
solidarity evolved rapidly, has been re-interpreted by a di-
verse set of forces and has moved back at the forefront of
global visibility. In this workshop, we aim to explore these
possibilities of justice. What contributions anthropolo-
gists do make to this effervescent scenario? With their
interest in marginal settings and the world peripheries,
which are the “out-of-sight” places and scenarios worth
to have a closer look at? How can anthropologists relate
activism to broader political forces? In this workshop, we
aim to create both a comparative perspective and update
and coordinate interpretative lenses.

The workshop will be articulated in two panels and
will be concluded with a wrap-up round table. The first
panel aims to critically map the scenario with a special
focus on “peripheral” uprisings in the South. The second
panel invites papers that offer fresh ethnographically and
theoretically informed insights related to the recent wave
of uprisings.
