»Masculine Domination within Colonial Fields of Power:
Bourdieu, Feminism and the Limits of Reflexivity.«

Bourdieu’s (2001) Masculine Domination draws on an
analysis of Kabyle society as observed and documented
in late 1950s and early 1960s colonial Algeria to uncover
the long running historical relations and conditions that
have rendered gender inequality the first among forms
of naturalized distinctions. For Bourdieu, the highland
peasants of Kabyle represent in distilled form the essence
of masculine domination and the operations of symbolic
violence that can be found equally among ‘the upper-
class denizens’ of Bloomsbury: in short, the comparative
juxtaposition of the Kabyle peasantry and Bloomsbury
elite provides evidence, for Bourdieu, of the ‘transhis-
torical invariants’ of gender inequalities (2001: 84). For
feminist theorists, by contrast, while Bourdieu provides
some useful conceptual tools (subject to critical modifica-
tions), his anthropological analysis of the Kabyle cannot
be used as the basis for a solid sociological understanding
of the complexity of gender relations in modern societies
precisely because it ignores the historical shifts and chan-
ges that distinguish the latter from the former, including
among them, the rise of feminist analysis and activism.
My contention is that underlying these apparent disagre-
ements are unreflected assumptions that both Bourdieu
and his feminist critics share; that is, that the Kabyle are
in some sense a more primitive version of us. Given that
both Bourdieusian and Feminist analyses put reflexivity at
the heart of their respective projects, | want to ask about
what, in Bourdieu’s terms, that recognized, misrecognized
form, of classificatory power tells us about the limits and
possibilities of reflexivity and whether or not we ought
to abandon ‘participant objectivation’ in favour of other
ways of conceiving the relations between, and investiga-
tions of, ‘own’ and ‘other’ cultures.

Every year, thousands of camping enthusiasts gather at
European caravanning trade fairs where the latest caravan
and motorhome models are displayed, marketed, imagi-
ned and sold. Trade fairs have in general drawn relatively
little attention from anthropologists (Moeran 2010, Skov

2006), and in this paper | ask how we can understand the
trade fair as an economic and social space where different
forms of value is negotiated.

in the trade fair setting are not only imbued by different
actors with a variety of meanings, but also act as im-
portant mediators linking a range of interested parties.

The social practice of making such judgements
and the way these interrelate with complex processes of
caravan exchange, contribute to embed the caravan with
particular forms of economic and cultural value that draw
upon notions of the temporary versus the permanent.

Dr Saris is Senior Lecturer in the Depart-
ment of Anthropology, NUI Maynooth. He
holds advanced degrees in Social-Cultural Anthropology from
the University of Chicago (MA and PhD), and he has comple-
ted a Postdoctoral Fellowship in Clinically-Relevant Medical
Anthropology in the Department of Social Medicine, Harvard
Medical School. He has been working for more than fifteen
years in medical and psychological anthropology in Ireland,
North America, and parts of Africa, where he has researched
and published on such diverse issues as the social life of men-
tal hospitals, the experience of major mental illness, colonia-
lism and its aftermath, poverty and structural violence, drug
use and abuse, and HIV risk and treatment.

The Therapeutization of Work: The Psychological Toolbox
as Rationalization Device during the Third Industrial Revo-
lution in Sweden.

Abstract

The organization of work in the Western welfare states
has made use of psychological know-how since the early
twentieth century, for instance by making the practices of
‘psychotechnics’ and ‘human relations’ a part of the pro-
duction apparatus. The last decades, however, have seen
the development of a new economy based on information
and communication technologies and with a related shift
in organizational ideals from large hierarchical structures
to networks of self-governing units —a change sometimes
labelled the third industrial revolution. This development
has meant new possibilities for the deployment of psy-
chological knowledge in organizational management.
The present study takes as its geographical starting point
the greater Stockholm area in Sweden. Through a variant
of multi-sited fieldwork it investigates the distribution

of psychological know-how in and through different
institutions — such as school, work life, health care — by
which the average ‘worker-citizen’ is supposed to ac-
quire a ‘psychological toolbox’, thus becoming a kind of
amateur psychologist or therapist, ready and able to take
responsibility for his or her own productivity, well-being
and health. The study depicts this ideal of psychological
self-regulation: its discourse and practices, and how it
emerged as a part of the technological and organizational
developments of the third industrial revolution.

Interest in Turkish Studies has increased significantly over
the last several decades. A field which was mainly domi-
nated by studies in Ottoman history is now increasingly
represented by most of the major disciplines in the social
sciences and humanities: Political Science, International
Relations, Anthropology, Literature, Cultural Studies, and
Archeology. In October 2002, a number of established
scholars whose research focused on different academic
disciplines related to Turkey convened a one-day confe-
rence at Georgetown University, the proceedings of which
appeared in the form of a book titled Turkish Studies in
the United States.

A full decade after the publication of this volume, the
Institute of Turkish Studies at Georgetown University (ITS),
and the Institute for Turkish Studies at Stockholm Univer-
sity (SUITS) have decided to come together and take this
debate two steps further. The current project, expands
the geographic scope to include European scholarship as
well. Moreover, it asks contributing authors to demonstra-
te the vitality and relevance of the field through original
empirical research.

Learning by imitation in games: Theory, field and lab

Erik Mohlin, Oxford University

We exploit a unique opportunity to study how a large popula-
tion of players in the field learn to play a novel game which has
a complicated and non-intuitive mixed strategy equilibrium.
We argue that standard models of belief-based learning and
reinforcement learning have difficulties in explaining the data,
but that a simple model of global imitation of strategies that
are similar to previous successful strategies can do so. We
study the convergence properties of our proposed imitation
learning model, by means of stochastic approximation, and
corroborate our findings using laboratory data.

Why are the home addresses of your friends causing green-
house warming?

Kay Axhausen, ETH Zurich

Transport planning has studied social networks as central ele-
ment behind the location choice for residential locations and
for leisure activities. The talk will introduce the overall fram-
ework motivating this line of research first. In the second part
the key empirical results will be discussed and the relevant mo-
dels presented: frequency of contacts across contact modes,
imputation of artificial social networks for agent-populations
based on a large scale snowball sample and finally identifica-
tion of networks of “familiar strangers” using smart card usage
data.

The talk will conclude with an assessment of the future work
to be expected from transport.

The future of employment: How susceptible are jobs to com-
puterisation?

Michael Osborne, Exeter College, Oxford.

We examine how susceptible jobs are to computerisation. To
assess this, we begin by implementing a novel methodology
to estimate the probability of computerisation for 702 de-
tailed occupations, using a Gaussian process classifier. Based
on these estimates, we examine expected impacts of future
computerisation on US labour market outcomes, with the
primary objective of analysing the number of jobs at risk and
the relationship between an occupation’s probability of com-
puterisation, wages and educational attainment. According to
our estimates, about 47 percent of total US employment is at
risk. We further provide evidence that wages and educational
attainment exhibit a strong negative relationship with an
occupation’s probability of computerisation.

Although there are countless such
towns across Africa, their study has largely been neglected

by anthropologists and other experts, preoccupied with the
‘problem of Africa’ while being blind to much urban change in
everyday public life. In building on recent critical work that has
begun to redress this bias in urban studies, | aim to move from
an exclusively place-centred approach to one which highlights
the intricate ways in which the biographies of a town and its
inhabitants are interwoven. Rather than producing generalisa-
tion and urban hierarchies between towns, | argue how this
new focus on people allows us to understand social stratifica-
tion, differentiation and the making of moral public spaces
within secondary African cities.

More than ten years ago Gross, Katz and Ruby published
Image Ethics in the Digital Age, a pioneering volume whose
topical concerns - privacy, authenticity, control, access and
exposure, as related to the application of visual media - are
arguably just as salient today, if not more so, than in 2003. The
ethical dimensions of image use within digital cultures are
necessarily fluid and complex, driven by practical needs, insti-
tutional frameworks, related regulatory requirements, spe-
cific research and intellectual circumstances, not to mention
individual and collective moral tenets. The nature of visuality
itself has also been extended via digital technologies, therein
further complicating our interactions with and applications of
visual media. Ethical practice here, then, tends to be necessarily
situated, depending upon recursive reflection and constant
questioning of one’s research processes, objectives and modes
of engagement.

This session aims simultaneously to expose practitioners to,
and build a resource base of, visual ethics 'in action’ in digital
contexts. It relies upon two streams:

an online forum hosted on the Society for Visual
Anthropology’s webpages where, prior to the AAA mee-
tings, contributors will submit short descriptions of the
ethical dimensions of their in-progress or recently-com-
pleted visual/digital research. These will provide fodder for
more extensive debate in:

an open, live-streamed presentation and discussion ses-
sion at the AAA meetings in Washington, DC in December
where various contributors to the blog will present either
on-site or via Google Hangouts, and contribute in real time
to reflections/direct commentary on the online forum
itself.

The former will provide a stable space within which ethi-
cal debates can be added to and developed in the lead up
to, during, and after the 2014 meetings. The latter offers a
concentrated opportunity to channel the collective wisdom
of participants (both at the meetings and online) into the ne-
gotiation and rethinking of ethical visual practice in the digital
world.

The question of materiality has emerged as a central topic in
studies concerned with the body, affect, sexuality, bio-politics
and digital culture in recent years. Under the umbrella term
»new materialisme, this interdisciplinary and multifaceted
academic debate seems to have revived a Marxist vocabulary.
Yet, the question of why »materiality« matters in times of crisis
capitalism is rather absent in this debate.

This conference takes up this question by focusing on why
and how materiality matters in times of crisis capitalism.
Starting from the assumption that crisis is not exceptional in
capitalism but its constant companion and that it represents
the foundation from which the modern/colonial world system
has evolved, this conference draws on critical feminist econo-
mics and decolonial feminist thought and practice on material
matters.

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Everyday Nationhood: A One-Day Symposium to Examine the
Contribution of Michael Billig’s Study of Banal Nationalism
September 8, London School of Economics & Political Science
Deadline: June 13

Published in 1995, Michael Billig’s Banal Nationalism is the
fourth most cited text on nationalism and arguably the most
influential book on the topic in the last two decades. Focusing
on contemporary and everyday expressions of nationhood, the
study marked a profound shift away from previous attempts
to map the transformation to an era of nations and the asso-
ciation of nationalism with political violence, civil conflict and
extremist movements.

Billig's arguments have been picked up by scholars working
in an impressive range of disciplines as part of the recent turn
to the 'everyday’, and the term "banal’ has come to form a
short hand for the study of the ways in which particular repre-
sentations, forms of social organisation and cultural practice
become normalised and taken-for-granted.

This one-day symposium will look to assess the contribution
of the Banal Nationalism thesis, examine its application across
disciplines and settings, and ask where studies of nations,
social identities and everyday life might be headed over the
next two decades. The event will feature a keynote address by
Professor Craig Calhoun (Director of the LSE) one of the leading
theorists of nationalism, cosmopolitanism and social identity
in the contemporary era.

We welcome proposals for 20 minute papers from both es-
tablished scholars and PGR students, in any discipline, addres-
sing: theoretical and methodological approaches to the study
of everyday nationhood / social identities, empirical studies of
the phenomenon, the application of Billig's arguments to non-
national frameworks as well as critiques of the Banal Nationa-
lism thesis.
