»Accented Writings: Diaspora Fiction
and Journalism in Sweden«

In his book An Accented Cinema

(2001), Iranian media scholar Ha-

mid Naficy engages with the expanding film genre that
focusses on experiences of expatriation in the West by
Third World filmmakers. These films are “accented” as
they combine voices from the cinematic traditions with
voices from exilic and diasporic traditions. In the process,
accented films open up new perspectives to a mainstream
audience. This idea will be applied to a planned study

of emerging diaspora writings by a generation of young
exiles in Sweden. Their accented writings consist of both
fiction and journalism. By uncovering often cruel expe-
riences of exclusion in a country which boasts an inclusive
policy, these writings have a Swedish as well as an inter-
national readership. Diaspora writers have an impact on
political and cultural debate in Sweden, also because they
take on the role as public intellectuals. A palpable case of
this was Jonas Hassen Khemiri’s (2013a) open letter “Bas-
ta Beatrice Ask” in Dagens Nyheter in March 2013, which
was one of the most shared Swedish texts on the inter-
net. It was translated into many languages and printed in
The New York Times as “Sweden’s Closet Racists” (2013b).
The overall aim of this study is to explore the social life of
accented writings in Sweden in relation to issues such as
translation, diversity and difference.

Perhaps the most common way of thinking about war

is that it is, as Rousseau says, “something that occurs

not between man and man, but between States.” Ac-
cording to this view, states and certain other collectives
have interests, desires, goals, and intentions that are not
reducible to those of individual persons. Collectives can
also act in ways for which they are responsible and even
blameworthy, again in ways that are not reducible to the
responsibility or blameworthiness of individuals. This way
of thinking about states in war leads naturally to a con-
ception of soldiers as instruments through which states
achieve their purposes rather than as responsible moral
agents whose acts of killing must meet a high standard

of moral justification. McMahan’s lecture will oppose this
way of thinking about war and will defend an individualist
understanding of both states and war, according to which
political leaders, soldiers, and civilian citizens are neither
absolved of responsibility for their individual contribu-
tions to war nor made responsible for the contributions of
others simply by virtue of their membership in a collective
such as the state or the military.

The Micro-politics of Compassion: 'Citizen’ students’ ne-
gotiation of the social morality of asylum

In recent years we have seen research focusing on young
people’s agency in relation to morality, justice, and peer
culture in a number of studies located within the new
sociology of childhood, where children are viewed as acti-
vely participating in the construction of their own worlds.
This paper is positioned within that same paradigm and
explores the ultimate moral dilemma of how to respond
to the stranger in need at the door in the context of
hostile state policy, aggressive media representations of
people seeking asylum, and to the implications of asylum
migration for the British way of life.

We use the concept of moral agency to consider what
‘citizen’ students reveal in relation to the politically and
morally charged issue of forced migration and asylum,
placing this in the context of more general social morality
including that of the state and the society in which they
live.

The paper is based on recent sociological research un-
dertaken by Madeleine Arnot and me, entitled
Schooling, Security and Belonging, with concepts of com-
passion and belonging used to inform the research. The
project employed qualitative methods, and focused on th-
ree inclusive school case - studies in England, representing
different educational contexts. Data collection included
interviews with asylum - seeking/refugee and ‘citizen’
students, and teachers. We reveal the ways in which
‘citizen’ students address asylum and Britishness, and the
complex interface between moral and political responses
and agency of ‘citizen’ students in UK schools.

The future of employment: How susceptible are jobs to com-
puterisation?

Michael Osborne, Exeter College, Oxford.

We examine how susceptible jobs are to computerisation. To
assess this, we begin by implementing a novel methodology
to estimate the probability of computerisation for 702 de-
tailed occupations, using a Gaussian process classifier. Based
on these estimates, we examine expected impacts of future
computerisation on US labour market outcomes, with the
primary objective of analysing the number of jobs at risk and
the relationship between an occupation’s probability of com-
puterisation, wages and educational attainment. According to
our estimates, about 47 percent of total US employment is at
risk. We further provide evidence that wages and educational
attainment exhibit a strong negative relationship with an
occupation’s probability of computerisation.

Juho Harkonen, Stockholm University

Schools are considered efficient mating markets—that is,
structured social settings in which partners meet—and feature
prominently in explanations for patterns in partner choice, and
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for educational homogamy in particular. Yet there is limited
systematic research into which school characteristics promote
matching-making in these settings. We use Swedish register-
based data on all Swedish high schools and universities, and
their student bodies, to analyse the prevalence of partnership
formation in school settings and the structural and contextual
features which affect this.

Migrants seeking asylum on grounds of sexuality and gen-

der identity persecution, individuals in transnational queer

groups who create and sustain queer migrations and mobi-
lities in contemporary Europe. The workshop aims to bring
together scholars in the field of queer migration and mobilities
to focus on wide-ranging debates around these migrations
and mobilities as they pertain to a European context.

We hope
papers will cover a broad range of topics related to queer

Everyday Nationhood: A One-Day Symposium to Examine the
Contribution of Michael Billig’s Study of Banal Nationalism
September 8, London School of Economics & Political Science
Deadline: June 13

Published in 1995, Michael Billig’s Banal Nationalism is the
fourth most cited text on nationalism and arguably the most
influential book on the topic in the last two decades. Focusing
on contemporary and everyday expressions of nationhood, the
study marked a profound shift away from previous attempts
to map the transformation to an era of nations and the asso-
ciation of nationalism with political violence, civil conflict and
extremist movements.

Billig's arguments have been picked up by scholars working
in an impressive range of disciplines as part of the recent turn
to the 'everyday’, and the term "banal’ has come to form a
short hand for the study of the ways in which particular repre-
sentations, forms of social organisation and cultural practice
become normalised and taken-for-granted.

This one-day symposium will look to assess the contribution
of the Banal Nationalism thesis, examine its application across
disciplines and settings, and ask where studies of nations,
social identities and everyday life might be headed over the
next two decades. The event will feature a keynote address by
Professor Craig Calhoun (Director of the LSE) one of the leading
theorists of nationalism, cosmopolitanism and social identity
in the contemporary era.

We welcome proposals for 20 minute papers from both es-
tablished scholars and PGR students, in any discipline, addres-
sing: theoretical and methodological approaches to the study
of everyday nationhood / social identities, empirical studies of
the phenomenon, the application of Billig's arguments to non-
national frameworks as well as critiques of the Banal Nationa-
lism thesis.
